ELIGABILITY

All bowlers must be a current member of the BTBA, and must be in good standing.

All bowlers must be eligible to hold a current British Passport or have lived in the UK for
at least 5 years.

All bowlers must have been born within the boundaries of Norfolk or have lived within the
boundaries for not less than one year at the time of registration. Serving members or dependants
of HM forces qualify after a 6 months period. The County boundaries are those as set in 1961.
A bowler will not be eligible if they have bowled for another county within the previous year, or
if they have registered with another county within that period.

Bowlers must qualify for the age limit as of 30th August 2009

TOURNAMENT RULES
The Tournament is sanctioned by the BTBA, the general and tournament playing rules will govern
this tournament, together with the following special rules and conditions. The Tournament
Manager will be Kevin Rivers and Deputy Team Manager will be Mandy Lewis; Their decision on
all matters will be final subject to appeal to the BTBA.
No bowler shall be entitled to a refund once a squad time has been allocated.
Registration will be 30 minutes before squad time
Late arrivals shall commence at the frame in progress as directed by the Tournament Manager.
A provisional ball shall be bowled in the case of dispute which cannot be resolved
immediately. Verbal disputes must be directed to the Tournament Manager within 60 minutes, and
written confirmation must be received within 72 hours.
Non-production of a valid BTBA membership card will result in a fine equivalent to the cost of
current membership. Any player whose conduct is considered likely to bring the sport into
disrepute will be disqualified from the tournament. Any individual so disqualified may be reported
to the BTBA for consideration of disciplinary proceedings.
No competitor will be allowed to consume alcoholic beverages anywhere in the centre
during play. Any breach of this rule will result in disqualification of the individual from the
tournament. Profane language, improper gestures or abuse of bowling equipment or
machinery may also result in disqualification. Any disqualification will result in the loss of
scores.
Competitors who, in the opinion of the Tournament Manager are not dressed in suitable
bowling attire in the playing area, will not be permitted to bowl.  Casual shorts, denim
clothing or jeans of any description will not be permitted, however, skorts, culottes and
tailored short trousers will be allowed. The wearing of hats of any description will only be
permitted at the discretion of the Tournament Manager. Mobile phones should be turned
off during matchplay and are not permitted in the playing area. Only licensed coaches and
Tournament officials are allowed in the playing area.



TOURNAMENT FORMAT

The Tournament will be held at Regent Bowl Great Yarmouth. Each bowler will bowl 6 games
moving lanes after three games. In the event of a tie the bowler with the lowest  game
shall be placed in the lower position. In the event of a further tie the next lowest games
will be compared until the position is resolved.

Entry for each venue shall close at midnight on the Sunday preceding the Trial.  After this
date entry will only be accepted on a fill up basis at the discretion of the Tournament
Manager. Entries are only considered valid when a correctly completed entry form and the
correct entry fee have been received by the Tournament Manager.
